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“Fruit of Gratitude”
Greetings to the beloved St. Paul UMC family and friends!

It is already November. According to the church calendar, we have
reached the last month of 2024. Every year, our church has designat-
ed November as the ‘Month of Thanksgiving and observed it. Of
course, there is Thanksgiving Day, but more than that, it is to con-
clude the year’s religious life with gratitude. As you know, the church
calendar begins with ‘Advent’ and ends with ‘Thanksgiving’. This
rhythm of the church calendar has a very important meaning for our
religious life.

We Christians welcome the new year with ‘anticipation’ for the Lord’s
return. It is in contrast to most people in the world who welcome the
new year with the hope of their wishes being fulfilled. Why is that? It
is because our understanding of the purpose of life is fundamentally
different. Christians are people who live in the hope that the Lord will
return and that God’s kingdom will be established on this earth. So,
we start the year’s life to stand as ‘clean and well-prepared’ when the
Lord comes again.

When we live so diligently and reach the end of the year, we end it
with ‘thanks’ for God’s grace. But what is it that we are so thankful
for? Is it because we spent the year without any difficulties? Is it be-
cause all our wishes come true? No. Rather, it is because the ‘day
when we will see the Lord again’ has come that much closer. Alt-
hough there were difficulties, our lives have matured that much be-
cause the kingdom ruled by the Lord has expanded that much more,
and we were able to be used for that work to this extent.

That’s right. Christian gratitude does not come and go depending on circumstances or condi-
tions. We are thankful even when we have a lot, but we can be thankful even when we don’t
have much. We are thankful even when we are high up, and we are thankful even when we
are healthy, but we can be thankful even when we are not because God’s name will be hon-
ored through our lives in some way. I call this kind of Christian gratitude “all-season grati-

tude” because we can be thankful in any weather or situation.

However, it is not as easy as it sounds to be thankful to God when you are suffering from a
serious illness. It is not easy to be thankful when you are having financial difficulties or expe-
riencing unspeakable pain in your relationships with others. However, even in such cases, if
we have faith, we can be thankful. Even if we do not understand why things are happening

right now, we believe that God is working for us for some reason to give us the best.

That is why in his letter to the church in Thessalonica, Paul says, “In everything give thanks,
for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.” (1 Thessalonians 5:18) “In everything” liter-
ally means “all things.” So we should be thankful for both good and bad things, when we are
healthy and when we are sick. However, this is not a mandatory command to be thankful un-
conditionally, regardless of the reason. Here, we should pay attention to the word “for you.”
Being thankful for everything is ultimately GOOD FOR US. It is God’s will that it be benefi-
cial to us.

A ‘grateful person’ is a ‘person of faith.” If we think of ourselves as a person of faith, I hope
you will fill this month with ‘gratitude.” First, be thankful for your close family members and
family in faith. Express your heart with a card of gratitude. And above all, do your best to be
thankful to God. If you end the year well by giving the fruits of gratitude in this way, you will

begin the new year with even greater gratitude.

Let’s be more thankful to God and each other.
